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TONY CONRAD – a living legend of avant-garde 
music and fi lm – will be showing and discussing a 
personal selection of his fi lms, broken down into 
three categories, from his most groundbreaking 
experimental work in the late sixties to his more 
recent cartoon-based work (including The Flicker 
from 1966, and Straight and Narrow from 1970).

The fi rst part of the event will be ‘a short Finnish 
experimental selection’ showing UK premieres 
such as Swissair’s Hermafrodiitit and some of Sami 
Sänpäkkilä’s (Fonal Records) early fi lm works. The 
programme also  includes Taanila’s Optical Sound. 

This screening has been programmed by Tony 
Conrad and Eric Namour with the kind support 
of Curzon Cinemas, the Finnish Institute in 
London and LUX. It coincides with the live music 
event taking place on 1 June at St Giles in the 
Field (with Tony Conrad feat. Paavoharju, Richard 
Youngs and Islaja).

Screenings include a break and are followed by a 
reception at 4pm.
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
